The Alpha
Program is
an alterna-
tive educa-
tional and
counseling
Program
designed to
serve 4th
and 5th
grade

students
having diffi-
culties in the

regular classroom setting. Alpha as-

sesses and addresses risk factors in
the childrenos
tribute to their problems.

The teachers and guidance counsel-
ors in the elementary schools make re-
ferrals to Alpha, based on knowledge
of a chil dodos academi
behavior.

Students usually remain in the pro-
gram for one school year. Alpha staff
works with each child to develop indi-

vidualized participation plans, which
establish both academic and behav-
ioral goals. Individual and group coun-
seling, along with academic instruction
are provided to meet these goals.

Parent involvement in Alpha is man-
datory. Parents are required to meet
with their child6és
of twice a month. Each family is en-
couraged to participate and show sup-

port to their child.

One of the many goals of the Alpha
Program is assisting the student in tak-
ing responsibility for their behavior.
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Positive reinforcement peer guid-
ance and at home strategies are util-
ized within the Program. If needed out-
side referrals may be required to meet
the more specific needs of the stu-
dents. Staff will discuss all academic
and behavioral recommendations with
the parents. No referrals will be made
without prior written consent of the par-
ent.

Many students experience academic
difficulties prior to entering the pro-
gram.  Alpha counselors will work
closely with the classroom teacher to
