The Little House Next Door Child Development Center has been open for two months now. The

brightly decorated rooms are now the daytime homes to many children. We are licensed and
equipped to take care of 76 children ages birth to five years old., and accept ELC vouchers.

When developing a business plan for the center, it quickly became apparent that this community
had a need for quality child care for infants. State regulations require a different ratio of caregiv-
ers for each age group. Of course infants need more caregivers because of their needs. For every
four infants under the age of one year enrolled, The Little House needs one caregiver. Children
one to two years of age require one caregiver per six children. The ratio of children to teachers
and assistants increases to one teacher per fifteen children by age four and five.

It became apparent that the need to have parents be able to view their children online was an im-
. portant feature when parents choose the facility where they enroll their children. Because of
avail this, and the generous donation of House Next Door supporters, Susan and Jon Hall, we are able
to install web cameras in all six of the rooms at the child development center. The technology al-
lows up to twenty -five parents to be logged in at the same time. Of course each parent will have
a log in password to use to access the system. We feel this will be very comforting to the parents,
when they can log in and see what their child is up to at any point in the day.

Information concerning family therapy for participants in Drug Court

Beginning in November, 2009, the House
Next Door has been providing family ther-
apy services to Volusia County Drug
Court clients. This program is funded by
a grant and our agency is in a partnership
with Stewart Marchman -Act (SMA) Be-
havioral Health for the provision of these
services. SMA has traditionally provided

It is important that these clients have good
family support, and family therapy helps

in promoting a culture of sobriety and re-
covery in the home setting. Family ther-
apy permits clients to learn communica-
tions skills so interactions are nonthreaten-
ing, appropriate to the situation, and effec-
tive at solving problems. Anger manage-

counseling and case management services, ment skills help couples resolve difficul-

and our agency now provides family ther-
apy services to this client population.
Volusia County Drug Court programs are
located in both East and West Volusia
Counties and include Adult Drug Court,
Juvenile Drug Court, and Dependency
Drug court.

The Drug Court program is a diversion
program available to non -violent drug of-
fenders. The average length of participa-
tion in this program is 10 months or more,
and the participants are under close super-
vision of the judges and staff, who over
see client progress through levels HV,
with level | being the most intensive client
supervision level, and level IV the least
restrictive. The purpose of this program
is to help clients establish and maintain
recovery from the use of substances, be-
come productive members of our commu-
nity, and persons who complete this pro-
gram become eligible to have their charges
dropped.

A positive
family situation serves as both an incen-
tive and is a rewarding experience.

At this time she is provid-
ing family counseling services on the west
side of Volusia County, and will also be
providing services to East Side clients in
the near future. Besides providing direct
counseling services, Ms. Steele is also part
of the Drug Court team, participating in
regular client staffings and providing in-
formation concerning the progress clients
make in family therapy, for client court
appearances.
